• Deliver targeted ads: Show you relevant ads and offers based on your 
browsing habits. 

3. Types of Cookies We Use 

Strictly Necessary Cookies 

These cookies are vital for the basic operation of our website and cannot be 
disabled. They are used to: 

• Ensure secure logins and sessions.

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• Track and resolve technical issues, such as login errors or security breaches. 
• Manage your preferences regarding the use of cookies. Without these 

cookies, our website cannot function as intended, and certain features may 
be unavailable. 

Performance Cookies 

Performance cookies help us monitor how our website is used and identify any 
areas for improvement. These cookies track: 

• User behavior on the website, such as pages visited, time spent, and 
navigation paths. 

• Error reports and performance metrics, allowing us to identify and fix issues. 
• Analytics data provided by third-party providers such as Google Analytics. 

The information collected by these cookies is aggregated and anonymous, 
meaning it does not identify you personally. 

Customer Experience Cookies 

These cookies help us understand how users interact with our website and app. 
They track anonymous data about: 

• Which sections of our website are most frequently visited. 
• User navigation patterns and interaction with content. 
• Errors encountered and areas needing optimization. This information is used 

to improve the overall user experience by refining layouts and simplifying 
user journeys. 

Functionality Cookies 

These cookies enhance the functionality of our website by remembering your 
preferences and past interactions. For example, they: 

• Remember your language settings. 
• Store your login credentials for faster future logins. 
• Keep track of your customized user settings, such as font size or layout 

preferences. By using these cookies, we ensure a smoother and more 
personalized browsing experience. 

Targeting Cookies 

Targeting cookies are used for marketing purposes. These cookies: 

• Track your browsing habits and interactions with our website. 
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• Help us deliver personalized ads and offers, both on and off our website, 
based on your interests. 

• Allow third-party advertising partners to show you relevant ads when you 
visit other websites or social media platforms. 

These cookies help us improve the effectiveness of our marketing campaigns by 
tracking how you interact with our ads. 

4. How We Work with Third-Party Providers 

We work with trusted third-party providers to enhance our services. These 
providers may place cookies on your device to:
